As we look back on 2011 | am grateful for the woflour Executive Director, Marie Gibson, and the
generosity of our Board and supporters. My hedtili®f gratitude for the good people who are &aith

in Action Network. | believe that God is workingtlugh our efforts to be Good News for our neighlors
need in Rochester.

A few highlights stand out for me as | look backagi1:

We held two Ministry Fairs in 2011—one in Januaryh& Motherhouse of the Sisters of St. Joseph
and one in September at Asbury First United MetstodThese gatherings connected ministry
leaders with each other and with volunteers.

On Good Friday we walked the streets of the Bulish&rea behind the Cross of Jesus as we prayed
for the victims of violence and for the ministefshope in the neighborhood.

In June over 600 people gathered for our “FaitAdtion” banquet to honor Bishop Clark, young
interfaith leaders, and 40 others who live outrtfath in service to others.

Joanne Cala and Elizabeth Osta, two board membérated a scholarship to honor a deceased
board member, Alberta Moss, for her tireless warlbehalf of our children in the city schools. This
Scholarship will assist five high school studergsheey move on to college.

Starting in the spring members of the board brotggether leaders from urban and suburban
churches to begin building a community organizattoat would address the serious issues of
community by bringing together Black, white, angphnic churches as part of the Gamaliel
network of community organizations.

As we move into 2012 a number of opportunitiescaréhe horizon:

Our work with the Supplemental Burial Fund contisias we explore how to be a “pastoral
presence” at the graveside of people who are bwiddno one in attendance. We seek to provide a
presence at the burial to recognize the sacredriessch person as a member of the human
community.

As we move toward the presidential election antheécontext of the inequalities identified by the
Occupy Movement we will seek ways to focus ouhfabmmunities on the needs of all, especially
the poor and vulnerable, to build a community ste¢sses both individual responsibility and the
importance of the common good.

We believe that God is working though our effodshnounce the Good News of Jesus in our community.
We carry out this ministry by interfaith collabaat and reaching out to all people.

The Beloved Community is already present throughout the world. Our task is to identify it and encourage
its advancement. This past year, we have collaborated with the National Coalition Building Institute in
offering an experience of the Beloved Community called Heal, Engage, Act. These four workshops are a
two and a half hour gathering where people explore with one another the qualities of leadership we see in
those who live into the beloved Community. In the process we share some of our deepest values. We
discover our common bonds. We are partnering with The Season of Nonviolence to offer another
workshop this Spring.

The Coalition meets monthly at CONEA, the Coalition of North East Associations. We are presently
planning “First Fruits” where local residents in the NE part of the city will welcome people from the county
to share meals that are prepared from the gleanings of good food not sold at the Rochester Public Market.

We also present our Standard Bearer Award to Art Peace, a cultural training program for young people to
develop their skills and highlight their talents based at the School Without Walls.

The best part is the deep friendships that are being built across the lines of geography and race, our
personal enrichment to come to know others whose hearts yearn for a community which fully manifests Dr.
King’s vision. We are grateful, as always, to the Faith In Action Network, GRCC, who have nurtured our
work as they have for so many for so long.

We met with several important people, with varyiegults.

We invited Harry Bronson and David Gantt to St ptée Neighborhood Center to hear from Sr.
Chris Wagner and Maureen Marlow from Spiritus GhNdental Health Outreach (Mercy Outreach director
could not attend) to hear about the increasing ieéthe un- and underinsured in their districtavid
Gantt did not respond to our invitation and MariekISweeney, his constituent, wrote him a lettstead.
Sr Beth facilitated the meeting with Harry Bronsaich was well attended. Harry listened and redpdn
thoughtfully, giving us some insight into the piigtl context. The result of this meeting is thatiga
cosponsored the state single payer bill in therabgeas we had requested.

We also invited Jim Bertolone from the Geneseeeyallabor Federation, who has always
supported a single payer health care system ihuteso or platform, to meet with us. We were loadifor
ways to join with the labor community in this effowe did not let him leave our meeting without a
commitment to at least allow us to educate uniombegs. This resulted in Dr. Ted Brown addressing an
annual gathering of central NYS union members im@g. Ted is a former IHCC member and now a
member of the Finger Lakes Physicians for a Natiblealth Program chapter, one of our coalition
partners. Bill McCoy and Sue Ladwig also did taglat this event.

Sr. Beth contacted Congresswoman Kathy Hochulis@fihead of the anniversary of Medicare.
This resulted in IHCC members including Peggy Rusarn(Sr Beth, Lee Fox, Mary Ellen Sweeney?)
attending Hochul's event and making a connectidterfa long, dogged effort to meet with Hochul to
educate her on how Medicare could be saved by iveprand expanded Medicare for All, several of us
(Peter Mott, Joe Brown, Colin O’'Malley, Dr. Leongtdin and myself) met with her aide for an hourohe
presented on Medicare for All, we all added infotioraand left a letter to Hochul asking for hemgtan
Medicare for All and her support of the federalgbinpayer legislation, HR 676.

Born in Chicago, lllinois in 1948, Dr. Marvin A. Nitickle is a 1970 graduate of Aurora
University in lllinois with a B.A. in Philosophy. isl alma mater also awarded him the degree of
Doctor of Divinity in 1990. He earned a Master a¥iDity degree from Union Theological
Seminary in New York City in 1973 and did two adulital years of graduate study at Columbia
University in New York. He earned a Doctor of Minisdegree from Princeton Theological
Seminary in Princeton, New Jersey in 1983. He wamr@ed the Doctor of Philosophy degree
(Ph.D.) from Case Western Reserve University irvéllend, Ohio in 1998. He was also awarded
the Doctor of Humane Letters by Payne Theologieahi®ary in Wilberforce, OH in 2010.

He was ordained to the Christian ministry in 197Alayssinian Baptist Church of New York

City where he served on the pastoral staff from2t9976. He served as the pastor of St. Paul

Baptist Church of Montclair, New Jersey from 19@B&. During those years Dr. McMickle
served on the adjunct faculty at Fordham Univer$ttynceton Theological Seminary, New Brunswick dlbgical Seminary and
New York Theological Seminary. He also taught leiélistudies courses inside of Ossining Correcti@waiter (Sing Sing) in
Ossining, New York between 1982-1984.

Dr. McMickle served as the Senior Pastor of Anti@aptist Church in Cleveland, Ohio from 1987-20During that time he led
the church in establishing a ministry for peoplieated with or affected by HIV/AIDS. This ministeyas the first of its kind in
the entire country. The church also offered mirgstin the areas of job training, a hunger ceniteee AA units, a credit union
with over $2 million in assets and a tithing pragra which the congregation tithes out to the comityul0% of its annual
income every year. During his service at Antiochrigh and women were licensed or ordained into Gdnisninistry.

In May of 2011 he was elected to be th& pPesident of Colgate Rochester Crozer Divinity&ztin Rochester, NY.

Before arriving in Rochester he was a member oBib&rd of Trustees of Cleveland State UniversitZiaveland, OH. Dr.
McMickle was also the Professor of Homiletics ahlasid Theological Seminary in Ashland, Ohio fron®&90 2011. Upon
retiring from Ashland Theological Seminary, theuftig named him Professor Emeritus. He is the aubfid4 books. He has
also authored dozens of articles that regularlyeapm professional journals and magazines.
